2010 Awards Guidelines

The Association of Fundraising Professionals (AFP) sponsors an annual awards program to recognize outstanding achievement by individual, foundation and corporate philanthropists, fundraising volunteers, and professional fundraising executives.

In professional fundraising, such individuals and organizations form a vital partnership that philanthropy must have to maintain its contribution to mankind. It is right and proper, therefore that the Minnesota AFP Chapter honors those who hold high ethical standards and best exemplify commitment, dedication, and talent toward helping society.

These awards are given in recognition to those individuals and organizations whose life-time or long-term achievements have made a significant impact on our state.

 Although the required content is similar to past years, the format has changed. Attached is the new, standardized format.

For each award, please review and follow these guidelines:

1. If resubmitting a nomination from last year, please complete this new application form.
2. If submitting a new nomination, please answer each of the questions noted completely and thoroughly. YOUR ANSWERS WILL SERVE AS THE PRIMARY BASIS FOR COMMITTEE AWARD SELECTIONS!

3. Your Nomination should include:

a) Cover page (pages 1 and 2)

b) Nomination Form – should not exceed three pages
c) Up to three letters of endorsements – each letter should not exceed 2 pages. Resumes, annual reports or personal vitae are not accepted as part of the application.

4. Any person from the community may submit a nomination except individuals who serve on the current awards committee.

5.  Send in one completed collated copy for each application. Each complete nomination should be fastened together with a clip on the upper left corner. Do not bind or send in notebooks or folders. No assembly of documents should be required once the nomination reaches the Awards Committee.
